This tournament is the Continental Qualifier to the FIH Indoor World Cups, to be held in Berlin, 

Germany, from 7 to 11 of February 2018. The champions from both men and women’s competition 

will qualify to the FIH Indoor World Cup. All PAHF member nations are entitled to join the Indoor Pan 

American Cups. The plan of competition and fixture will be released by the PAHF Competitions 

Committee, after confirmed entries. 
 

The latest FIH Indoor Rules and FIH Indoor Tournament Regulations will be followed for the 

competition and will be the reference for detailed information. According to the recent updates 

approved by PAHF Board of Directors to the PAHF Financial Responsibility Chart, each National 

Team will pay to the PAHF a non-refundable inscription fee of US$1,000.00 (one thousand 

American dollars), plus the deposit fee of US$2,500.00 (two thousand and five hundred American 

dollars) which will be refunded upon teams participation.
