Suspension Player #9 – Kabir Aujla - Canada  

Report Decision – 27 of May 2016 

Match # 20 on 27th May, 2016 – CANADA vs CHILE (Men) 

Player No. 9, Kabir Aujla received a yellow card in the 68 minute for a break down tackle, 5 minutes suspension. 

Prior to this match the same player received two yellow cards on: 

 Match # 8 on 21st May in the 67 minute for physical play, 5 minutes suspension 

 Match #15 on 25th May in the 70 minute for physical play, 5 minutes suspension 
 
After Match #15, the Tournament Director spoke to the Canadian team manager, Ms. Alisa Carey and advised her 
that player No 9 was on two yellow cards and if he receives another yellow card a meeting would be held to discuss 
further disciplinary action. 
 
In Match # 20, player No. 9, Kabir Aujla received a yellow card, the Tournament Director went to the team 
manager, Ms. Alisa Carey and asked if she would like to discuss that there was a breach of the Code of Conduct 
under Article 2.2 L of the Special Offences – Level One. 
  
The coach Mr. Indy Sehmbi brought video evidence, which was reviewed and discussed with the Umpire, Mr Paul 

Walker and the decision was that a breach has occurred: 

Seriousness of the offence within level: Level 1, Medium  

 

Decision: Suspension for one (1) match -- Suspension commence from: 28th May 2016.  

Match suspension apply for: The next match that Canada will play in this tournament which is on 28 of May in the
